Pius Parent Teacher Association
Constitution

ARTICLE I – Name

The name of this organization shall be the Pius Parent Teacher Association, herein referred to as the Association.
ARTICLE II – PURPOSE

To bring a closer relationship between the home and the school, so that the parents working with the school, will secure for every child the highest advantage in spiritual, moral, mental and physical education.

ARTICLE III – MEMBERSHIP

Section I – Parents whose children attend St. Pius X School.

Section II – The principal and all of the teaching staff at St. Pius X.

Section III – The pastor of St. Pius X Church and his assistants.

Section IV – Membership shall be open to any other adult interested in furthering the aims of the Council.

Section V – All aforementioned eligible members can achieve membership with a majority vote of the Council and approval by the principal and pastor of St. Pius X.

ARTICLE IV – GENERAL MEMBRSHIP MEETINGS

Section I – General membership meetings shall be held every month of the school year and as needed.  The day and date shall be set by the current council.

Section II – A quorum shall consist of 2 officers and 2 non officers  present at a meeting which has been regularly called.
ARTICLE V – MODERATOR and OFFICERS

Section I – The moderator of the council shall be the pastor.

Section II – The officers of the council shall be: principal, president, vice-president, secretary, and treasurer.

Section III – All elected officers shall be elected for a term of one (1) year.

Section IV – No elected officer shall be eligible for the same office for more than two (2) successive terms.

Section V – Officers shall be nominated, elected and installed at the close of the May meeting.

ARTICLE VI – ELECTIONS

Section I – In March, the president takes nominations from the floor at the Associaton meeting.  The president shall preside at that meeting.

Section II –  A person can only be nominated for one elected office.

Section III – The consent of the nominee shall be obtained before the nomination.

Section IV – Additional nominations for all elected officers can be made until the closing of the May meeting
Section V. – Nominations for office must receive approval by the principal prior to the May meeting.
Section VI – Elections shall be held at the May meeting.

Section VII – Installation of officers shall be made at the close of the May meeting.

Section VIII – Any office which becomes vacant may be filled by appointment of the president, with the approval of the moderator and executive board.

ARTICLE VII – 

DUTIES of the MODERATOR, HONORARY PRESIDENT and OFFICERS.

Section I – Since the administration of all parochial duties are the pastor’s responsibilities, the moderator’s approval must be given for all the actions of the Association.  Without his approval, all actions and resolutions of the Association are null and void.  In all matters, the moderator is the final authority, and his decisions will be accepted by the Association.  He shall be an ex-officio member of all committees.  It is within his province to call special meetings of the Association, or to change the date of the regular meeting, having first notified the members of that change.  The decisions of the moderator do not need ratification by the board or general assembly.

Section II – The principal, an honorary president, is a member of all committees.

Section III – The president shall preside at all meetings and perform all duties pertaining to the office.  The president shall be an ex-officio member of all committees and shall appoint chairpersons of all standing committees.
Section IV – The vice –president assumes the duties of the president in that officer’s absence.

Section V – The secretary shall keep an accurate record of the proceedings of each meeting of the Association and the executive board.  The secretary shall be the historian, and the minutes of the meetings, publicity notices, and other pertinent materials shall constitute the history of the Association.  The secretary shall also have charge of the general correspondence.

Section VI – The treasure shall receive all money of the Association in accordance with the Accounting Process Procedure.  The treasurer shall present a statement at all business meetings and shall give an annual report.  This officer shall pay all bills that have been authorized by the council.



ARTICLE VIII – EXECUTIVE BOARD

Section I – The executive board shall consist of the moderator, principal, the officers and the standing committee chairs.

Section II – The executive board shall meet upon the call of the president or moderator.

Section III – The executive board shall act in cases of emergency arising between meetings and shall report such action at the next regular meeting of the Association.

Section IV – To be a member in good standing, each officer and committee chair must not be absent from more than three (3) consecutive meeting without sufficient reason.

Section V – The executive board shall meet monthly prior to the regular meeting of the Association.  This meeting shall be t prepare the agenda and program for the regular meeting.  All committee and officers reports must be submitted at the monthly executive board meeting, so that they may be revised and prepared for publication.

Section VI – A quorum of the executive committee shall consist of 2/3 of its members.

ARTICLE IX – STANDING COMMITTEES
Section I – Homeroom representatives – It shall be the duty of the Pius Parent Teacher Association and homeroom representatives to aid and assist the principal in carrying out the duties assigned to the individual homeroom representatives.  Homeroom reps shall be selected by the principal and the Association.

Section II – Fund raising committee – The fund raising chair, shall with the help of the board and an assistant fund raising chair, be in charge of raising monies for the Association in accordance with this Charter and any applicable procedure(s).  Net proceeds from on going fund raisers such as but not limited to, Scrip, Box Tops, Reward programs, Book fairs and sponsors will be deposited into PPTA account in accordance with the Accounting Process Procedure.  
Section III – The chairs shall appoint sufficient numbers to their committees so that they can carry on the business of those committees.

ARTICLE X – RULES

Section I - Roberts Rules of Order, revised, shall be the parliamentary authority of this Association.
Section II – The Association will abide by all laws, church and civil, in regards to all actions and votes.  Any vote which violates any civil or church law will be null and void upon proof of such violations.
Section III – All monies raised, held and disbursed by the Association will be done so in accordance with this charter.
Section IV – A simple majority vote of members present is necessary for approval of any motion.
Section V – Any procedure developed to execute this charter must be approved by the officers and school principal.

ARTICLE XI – AMENDMENTS

These By-Laws may be amended by a 2/3 vote of members present and voting at any regular meeting, provided the amendment has been discussed by the board and approved by the moderator before the proposed amendment is submitted to the vote of the general assembly.
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
